Unfortunately the number of members attending the 
meeting was very disappointing and it was quite embarrassing. 

 

Those of us who were there gained a lot of information and we are planing on organising  a course for those 
interested.  We will discuss this at the next meeting and see who wants to be involved.  To make it worthwhile we 
will have to have a certain number so please give this some consideration. 

 

While see was in Canberra we took the opportunity of seeing if her organisation would be interested in doing 
breakfast for our anglers at the Yellowfin Tournament.  She agreed to this on their behalf and it will be served from 
5am to 7am at the boat ramp which will be great. They will offer a delicious breakfast for a very reasonable price and 
all proceeds will go to the Bermagui Marine Rescue which we all know is a very worthy cause.

Remember also that sharks must be a 
minimum of 100cm to count and they need that information on the cards also otherwise they will not be recorded. 

 

Please remember if you have juniors or small fry “measuring and releasing’ Yellowtail Kingfish under 70cm to fill in a 
capture certificate and send on to me for points to be recorded.  There will be cards available for this category as 
soon as NSWGFA has them printed. This is the new category agreed to at the recent GFAA conference in Adelaide.
